English Schools will be introducing 2 relay events for disabled young people in their 2013 programme

Each Division can enter one disabled team per event:


4 swimmers + 1or2 reserves, if thought necessary 


1 swimmer from group A or B


3 swimmers from group A or B or C

Reserve to come from A or B so they can cover should anyone withdraw from the team – see ‘swimmers groups’
Swimmers must be 9 years and under 11 years as at midnight August 31st / September 1st 2012 – this is the commencement of the academic year.

The events will be:

4 x 25m Freestyle

4 x 25m Mixed stroke – Backstroke, Breaststroke, Freestyle & Frontcrawl

The teams can be made up of all boys, or all girls, or a mixed team of boys & girls

Championships start at 1.30pm   Finish by 4.45pm

Water Familiarisation time will be available for each Div team
Swimmer Groups
Group A – Severe Motor difficulties

· Quadriplegia, Tetraplegia or multiple amputee/dysmelia (all 4 limbs affected) E.g. Cerebral Palsy, Spinal Cord Injury, Polio, Arthrogryposis.

· Any others with a severe impairment. 

Note: 
Some swimmers will only perform a stroke on their back. 

Group B – Moderate Impairments

· Wheelchair users (2 limbs affected) e.g. Cerebral Palsy, Spinal Cord Injury, Polio, Spinabifida.

· Achondroplasia - restricted growth i.e. dwarfism.

· Hemiplegia - affects predominately same side.

· Double amputee/dysmelia.

· Visually impaired since birth no functional vision.

· Any others with a moderate impairment. 

Note: 
Some swimmers may perform strokes with 2 limbs only.

Group C – Minimal Impairments
· Single limb amputee/dysmelia.

· Single limb paralysis or severe joint restriction.

· Visual Impairment.

· Learning Disability*

· Any others with a minimal impairment. 

The following impairments do not meet the eligibility criteria for Disability Swimming
